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We are the Grandchildren...

We are the grandchildren of a wise mysterious spirit. If you listen to the winds, soon you 
will hear it. Our people once lived with a strong traditional heart—praying each day for 
their children to be healthy and smart. Then came a time when our Elders were taken from 
home. A time when the buffalo were dying with a few left to roam. Their spirituality started 
to cease and our sacred language was weak. Soon that mysterious spirit could hardly 
speak.

Then a sacred prophecy came along saying seven elks from now our traditions will grow 
strong. The grandchildren will struggle in the start. In the end, once again they'll live with 
a traditional heart. Today we look to the four winds—the sky—and down to the green 
grass. We are the Seventh Generation with guidance from the past. The Hoop has been 
broken and it is up to us to mend. Our Lakota values once weakened, now it's up to us to 
defend.

We are honored to carry the gift of change. To some it is pleasant, to others it's strange. 
We've reached into our hearts and looked deep down inside. Finding the courage and 
wisdom, filling our circles with pride. We're bringing back our language, making our 
spirituality strong. Blessing Unci Maka, while singing her song. We are leaders in the 
school and role models to young and old. We will help those in need and ourselves to 
walk the "Red Road."

We've learned to respect our Elders, our mothers and the ground where she stands. We'll 
walk in the journey of life holding each other's hands. We will become humble, soaring 
like a bird once again—so the Great Spirit can be heard. Speaking through the Elders, 
strong and loud. We are the generation where the seventh elk stands up proud. We are 
Tunaksila's sacred creation, because we are living the Seventh Generation.
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She brought us these seven sacred ceremonies and taught our people the songs and the traditional 
ways. And she instructed our people that as long as we performed these ceremonies we would always 
remain caretakers and guardians of sacred land. She told us that as long as we took care of it and 
respected it that our people would never die and would always live.

When she was done teaching all our people, she left the way she came. She went out of the circle, and 
as she was leaving she turned and told our people that she would return one day for the sacred bundle. 
And she left the sacred bundle, which we still have to this very day.

The sacred bundle is known as the White Buffalo Calf Pipe because it was brought by the White Buffalo 
Calf Woman. It is kept in a sacred place (Green Grass) on the Cheyenne River Indian reservation in 
South Dakota. it's kept by a man who is known as the keeper of the White Buffalo Calf Pipe, Arvol 
Looking Horse.

When White Buffalo Calf Woman promised to return again, she made some prophecies at that time

One of those prophesies was that the birth of a white buffalo calf would be a sign that it would be near 
the time when she would return again to purify the world. What she meant by that was that she would 
bring back harmony again and balance, spiritually.

No matter what happens to Miracle in the coming months and years, Joseph Chasing Horse says the 
birth is a sign from the Great Spirit and the ensuing age of harmony and balance it represents cannot 
be revoked. That doesn't mean, of course, that the severe trials Native Americans have endured since 
the arrival of Europeans on these shores are over. Indeed, the Lakota nation mounted the longest court 
case in U.S. history in an unsuccessful effort to regain control of the Black Hills, the sacred land on 
which the White Buffalo Calf Woman appeared 2,000 years ago.

Still, despite their ongoing struggles, Native Americans are heartened by the appearance of a white 
buffalo in Janesville, and have hope for a harmonious and prosperous future.

"Mention that we are praying, many of the medicine people, the spiritual leaders, the elders, are praying 
for the world," says Joseph Chasing Horse. "We are praying that mankind does wake up and think 
about the future, for we haven't just inherited this earth from our ancestors, but we are borrowing it 
from our unborn children."
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 The sacred woman then took leave of the people, saying: "Toksha ake 
wacinyanktin ktelo, I shall see you again."

The people saw her walking off in the same direction from which she had 
come, outlined againest the red ball of the setting sun. As she went, she 
stopped and rolled over four times. The first time, she turned into a black 
buffalo; the second into a brown one; the third into a red one; and finally, 
the fouth time she rolled over, she turned into a white female buffalo calf. A 
white buffalo is the most sacred living thing you could ever encounter.

The White Buffalo Woman disappeared over the Horizon. Sometime she 
might come back. As soon as she had vanished, buffalo in great herds 
appeared, allowing themselves to be killed so tha the people might survive. 
And from that day on, our relations, the buffalo, furnished the people with 
everthing they needed, meat for their food, skins for their clothes and tipis, 
bones for their many tools.

Two very old tribal pipes are kept by the Looking Horse family at Eagle 
Butte in South Dakota. One of them is the Sacred Pipe brought to the people 
by White Buffalo Woman. 
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 After the lessons in using the pipe the woman left. She laid down on the 
ground and rolled, coming back up as a buffalo. She rolled three times, first 
coming up red, then black, brown and then turned white on the fourth time. 
She then left, but before doing so told them that she would be back whenever 
the People were in a time of need.

A white buffalo born near Jamestown, N.D., just off of the Spirit Lake 
reservation, has meant a lot to the Native people. According to Baird, the 
spirits instructed the spiritual leaders that they wanted to share the white 
bison, therefore she was to be housed at the National Buffalo Museum in 
Jamestown. Baird explained that the museum staff did not know about the 
legend of the white buffalo or the cultural significance she had to the Lakota 
and other Indian nations.

With the bison gene pool being so drastically reduced in the 1800’s, having an 
albino born would be comparable to winning the lottery, says Baird.

The Indian spiritual leaders are still pondering the significance of this white 
bison being born. They know the cultural significance, but don’t know what 
the birth represents for them as a nation.

Another story says that in the seventh generation profound changes will 
come.
